Hockey is a great form of exercise and adult
leagues and pickup games are sprouting up
across central and southern Maine. If you have
never played, our clinic will provide a great
introduction to the game. If you are returning to
the game or are currently playing in adult
groups, our clinic will provide you with an
opportunity to hone your skills and gain a better
understanding of the game.

We are a family of hockey coaches and have
been studying the game for four decades. We
have learned how to break down the games
skills and concepts to its roots and have
developed a curriculum to effectively teach them
to players of all levels. Playing hockey is about
having fun. It's fun to compete, to improve, to
work toward a goal and to achieve it. We hope
to have the opportunity to share time with you
on the ice this spring.

The senior staff at Rousseau’s Hockey Clinic
includes coach Guy Rousseau and his sons,
Gary and Scott, and his three grandchildren
Adam, Erik and Lauren and lead goalie
instructor John Racine. The family shares
tremendous hockey knowledge, vast experience
in teaching hockey players, and a demonstrated
commitment to helping Maine hockey players
improve. The Rousseau family has been

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The Program...

Our Adult Women’s “Game Skills” clinic is
intended for adult players looking to better
understand game tactics. The practice
plans will begin by introducing more
advanced puck control and passing skills
and progress to “Game Situations” including
breakouts, neutral zone attack, in-zone
attack and transitions. We will introduce
drills each week to simulate these tactics.

Each clinic will include seven, two-hour
ice sessions. The first hour of ice time will
consist of a practice session focused on skill
development. During the second hour of ice
time, we will conduct a controlled
scrimmage where we will concentrate on
increasing the speed of play while offering
individual instruction in between shifts.

Each session will also include a fifteen-
minute “Chalk Talk” during which essential
game concepts are introduced.

Our Adult clinics will also feature
instruction for goaltenders. We will have a
goalie coach at each session and offer
specific instruction to goalies.

A deposit of $150 is due with your
application, and the balance is due by the
start of the first practice session. Space is
limited and applications will be accepted on

a first come, first served basis. This
program promises to be a great
workout and a great deal of fun. We
encourage you not to hesitate in
returning your applications. Our
clinics fill quickly, and we are often
forced to return applications.
